DAY 1 - AMSTERDAM

Arrive Schipol International Airport and visit Damrak
the main avenue in Amsterdam, connecting
Amsterdam Centraal Station to Dam Square. Take the
canal cruise a sightseeing tour that departs from a
pier near Damrak street in central Amsterdam, which is
a popular starting point for various cruises.

DAY 2 -ZAANSE SCHANS - VOLENDAM 

Proceed to Zaanse Schans a historic neighborhood that
recreates an 18th/19th-century Dutch village with relocated
windmills, traditional green wooden houses, and
workshops. 

Overnight in Almere 
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Continue to Volendam a picturesque fishing village. It is a
popular tourist destination known for its harbor, traditional
Dutch architecture with colorful wooden houses, and
iconic traditional clothing 



DAY 3 - GIETHOORN

Proceed to Giethoorn a picturesque village known for being
mostly car-free and featuring an extensive network of canals
instead of roads. Often nicknamed the "Venice of the North". 

Overnight in Almere 

Overnight Brussels.

Proceed to Bruges well-preserved medieval city center
which is a UNESCO World Heritage site. It is famous for its
canals, cobbled streets, Gothic architecture, and historic
squares. 

DAY 5 - BRUGES

Proceed to Brussels and visit he central square of
Brussels, famous for its stunning, ornate architecture and
rich history. Considered one of the most beautiful squares
in Europe, it is a UNESCO World Heritage site and features
the Town Hall, the Maison du Roi, and elaborate guildhalls. 

DAY 4 - BRUSSELS - ATOMIUM

Continue to Atomium a landmark building in Brussels,
Belgium, built for the 1958 World's Fair. It is a 102- meter
tall model of an iron crystal, magnified 165 billion times,
and consists of nine interconnected spheres. 

Overnight in Brussels. 



DAY 6 - LA VALLE
Proceed to La Vallee Designer Outlet a luxury designer outlet
shopping destination near Paris that features over 110
boutiques from famous brands. 

Overnight in Paris.

DAY 7 - PARIS

Proceed to Paris Tour and visit Eiffel Tower a wrought-iron
lattice tower and one of the world's most recognizable
landmarks. 

Continue to visit Arc de Triomphe a famous triumphal arch
commissioned by Napoleon in 1806 to honour the French
military and Louvre Museum the world's largest and most
visited art museum. 

Head to Galeries Lafayette a French department store chain
known for high-end fashion, its flagship store in Paris, and its
iconic Art Nouveau dome. 

Enjoy sunset at Trocadero while watch the Eiffel Tower glow. 

Overnight in Paris. 



DAY 8 - NOTRE DAM 

Proceed Charles de Gaulle International Airport for
journey back home.

Proceed to Notre Dam a famous medieval Catholic cathedral
known for its Gothic architecture.
